1. Click on the SRI icon on the desktop to open the program.

2. Type in your first and last name and/or password as it appears on your Read 180 Log-In Card.  Click OK to continue. 
3. The next screen you will see has a list of Book Categories.  Choose three (3) categories for the types of books you like to read by clicking on the oval next to that category.  Click NEXT to continue.
4. Next, the Directions for the SRI will appear.  Follow along as the directions are read aloud.  Click NEXT to continue.
5. You have reached the Practice Test.  Read the passage and the question.  To select your response, click on your answer choice.  Click NEXT to continue.
a. You will be required to answer three (3) practice questions.  
b. You may SKIP up to three (3) questions. You will receive three (3) additional opportunities to skip for the actual test. 
c. If questions are answered incorrectly during the practice, a message will pop up asking you to “Ask your teacher for help.” 
6. After responding to three (3) questions on the Practice Test, the actual SRI Test will begin.  The next screen will ask if you are ready to take the SRI test.  Click OK to continue.

7. Just like the Practice Test, during the actual SRI Test read the passage and ALL of the answer choices.  

8. To select your response CLICK on the circle next to your choice.  Click NEXT to continue.

a. Your first response counts choose your response based on the passage !
b. DO NOT GUESS !  Go back to the passage to find the correct answer. 

c. You may SKIP up to three (3) questions.

d. As you answer questions correctly, they become more difficult.  

9. You will answer approximately 20 – 25 questions.  

10.  At the end of the SRI, you will see a Test Completion Screen.   Click PREVIEW to view your recommended Reading List.

11.  You will also be able to view your SRI SCORE.  

12. PRINT this page.  Select a book from the Reading List to begin your Independent Reading. 

13.  After printing your score and reading list, Log-Out of the SRI, by clicking CLOSE in the upper left-hand corner. 

14. Turn in your Reading List to the teacher.
